“I think we’ve had such an easy time booking top-tier guests because of the groundwork we laid on that show.  We were able to point to the fantastic work that we’d already done.  That, coupled with the momentum building around the whole Earning Serendipity movement, really gave us an inside edge when we started looking for people to do the show.”
The first season has included Authors such as Karen Salmansohn, Vince Poscente, and Christine Clifford Beckwith.  Other notables include opinion-maker Arch Lustberg, the Head of University of Florida’s Department of Journalism, and Author in his own right, William McKeen and, Adlai Wertman, Professor of Clinical Management and Organization at the Marshall School of Business at the University of Southern California.
“Those are just the ones that pop off the top of my head,” continued Llopis.  “It’s almost a shame to mention just these, as it leaves out a whole host of people every bit as strong; and really, we’re just getting going.”

“We’re going to be trying out a lot of new ideas in this season,” said Llopis.  “Our audience is growing every week, and with increased audience size comes increased opportunity.  If there’s one guiding principle I’ve based my career on, it’s ‘making opportunity matter.’  I think a lot of people are going to be pleasantly surprised by what’s coming up.”
