In anticipation of the release of his new book, Earning Serendipity, due in stores this spring from Greenleaf Book Press, Author Glenn Llopis was looking for ways that he could promote and support the release, but wanted to do something different from the cut-and-paste efforts that seem to mark the release of so many first authors.
“I’ve got an amazing team of people working with me at the Glenn Llopis Group (GLG), people without whom the book, the lecture series, all of it wouldn’t be possible,” said an enthusiastic Llopis. “We were talking about what the book means, and what the Earning Serendipity methodology was really all about.  It dawned on us that the ES methodology was really bigger than the book.  The book is an introduction to a new way of thinking about business and life, but the everyday situations that we all encounter, especially in these uncertain times; the moral conundrums, the travails and opportunities, these are the type of issues that we want to talk about on The Thresher.”
Soon, the public will have that opportunity.  In what proves to be a web effort on a grander scale than most first-time authors muster, the team at GLG has assembled a highly talented group of authors, business leaders and members of academia to participate as Contributors to The Thresher.  The scale owes, perhaps, to his years as a corporate trainer and thought-leader, and the impressive network he has managed to create in the process.
Continued Llopis, “Each day, I will establish a new topic.  This might be from the news, or politics, maybe a philosophical question, an ethical dilemma or something completely different.  Each of our Contributors will be invited to weigh in, and each of their posts will be open for comments from readers.  In this way, I hope to create a discussion about ideas and a community of people committed to thinking, even if they disagree.  Through the book, through our training efforts and through this blog, we are trying to stimulate an innovation-oriented community movement.  The Thresher is going to play a pivotal part in that.”
Llopis’s belief in this project is infectious.  “There are infinite paths to success.  Mostly, we want a debate between smart and opinionated people.  Hence the name, The Thresher.  A lot of people hear that name and they think of the thresher shark. Good.  I like that image, kind of a carnivorous hunger for life; but what we’re shooting for here is an agricultural image.  A thresher is a machine that pulls in the harvest, separates the grain from the chaff.  Here, our harvest is ideas, and we want to pull them in, grind them up and spit them out again; hopefully doing so in a way that allows our readers to apply the best or most germane of what they find to their own lives and businesses.”
